Parshat Shekalim — Always the Shabbat before (or of) Rosh Chodesh Adar.
Parshat Zachor — Always the Shabbat before Purim.

Parshat Parah — Always the Shabbat before Parshat HaChodesh, but this could be
either right after Purim or the following Shabbat depending what days of the week Purim
and Rosh Chodesh Nissan fall out and how many Shabbatot there are between them. If
Purim and Rosh Chodesh Nissan are each in the middle of the week, there are only two
Shabbatot in the middle and those two are Parah and then HaChodesh. If Purim is late
in the week and Rosh Chodesh Nissan is early in the week, there is an extra Shabbat
(three total) between them, so the first is empty, the second is Parah, and the third is
HaChodesh. See calendars below, noticing that in Scenario #2, there are three
Shabbatot between Purim and Rosh Chodesh Nissan, while in Scenarios #1 and #3,
there are only two.

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Are You an Active Davenner?

You can probably walk to a friend’s house “passively,” without even realizing that you've
made every turn before you arrive at their doorstep. Sometimes we Daven the same
way, moving from Tefillah to Tefillah without realizing what we are doing. This is sad,
because when Davenning is an active rather than a passive activity it can be a very
inspiring part of our day.

An “Active Davenner” is someone who Davens with his or her eyes and ears open to
notice what is going on in the Siddur and what is happening around them in Shul. This
sheet should help you begin to be an Active Davenner. After two weeks of Davenning
actively, you will meet with Rabbi Zalesch to discuss your experience as an Active
Davenner.

If you spend two weeks Davenning actively ...
1) You should be able to flip quickly and effortlessly to any Tefillah requested of you;

2) You should have used the English side of the page often enough that you have a
good working knowledge of what each Tefillah is basically about;

3) You should have noticed at least three things that you found interesting or strange
about the meaning or structure (order) of the Siddur or Tefillot;

4) You should have figured out, and be able to explain, when and why the Chazzan or
mourners say different forms of Kaddish.

5) You should be able to report what happened on various occasions that you came late
to Davenning and tell how you handled those situations.

6) You should be able to report what happened on various occasions that you needed

to interrupt your own Davenning to answer the Chazzan and tell how you handled those
situations.
